ASSIGNMENT POLICY:

ORGANIZATION is the key to a studentôs success school.  Each student will need one3-ring 

binder with four dividers (one for each of the four core classes).  Students need to keep ALL work

throughout the grading period until the teachers notify them the marking period is over.  Each student 

will also need four (4) one subject spiral notebooks. (70 pages) [one for each core subject]

HOMEWORK - Students will have a math problem set for homework every school night.  

Homework from all core classes will be given every Thursday, due on Monday at the start of class.  

LATE WORK ï8th graders are expected to be organized and responsible.  Students MUST turn 

work in on time.  Absolutely no late workwill be allowed and will earn a zerograde. (no credit)

ABSENCE WORK ïPlease call the office (692-5265) to notify the school of your childôs absence.  

Also let them know if you plan to pick up work or if you want it sent home with a sibling or friend.  

KAOL Policy for absences states students have 2 days to make up assignments.  For example, if your 

child is absent on Monday, pick up their work Monday by 5:00 p.m., and the work is due Wednesday 

in class.  If at any time you know your child is going to miss school for anything, please inform the 

teachers ahead of time so we can get the work to you prior to his or her absence.
